In the
same way, | tell you, there is rejoicing in the presence
of the angels of God over one sinner who repents.”

Luke 24:47, “and repentance and forgiveness of sins
will be preached in his name to all nations, beginning at
Jerusalem.”

John 3:16-18, “'For God so loved the world that he
gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in
him shall not perish but have eternal life. For God did
not send his Son into the world to condemn the world,
but to save the world through him. Whoever believes in
him is not condemned, but whoever does not believe
stands condemned already because he has not
believed in the name of God's one and only Son.”

Flesh gives birth to flesh, but the Spirit gives birth
to spirit. You should not be surprised at my saying, 'You
must be born again.' The wind blows wherever it
pleases. You hear its sound, but you cannot tell where it
comes from or where it is going. So it is with everyone
born of the Spirit."
