God’s Work

Once a WC understands God’s heart for His world and the condition of it, he seeks to
understand the task remaining.

There are approximately 6,600 unreached people groups (having no access to the gospel)
representing 1/3 of the world’s population and only about 2-3% of all missionaries work in

these people groups.
